Informal Activity in the Classroom to Approach Culture

(Listening activity)


Suggested exercises 

Step 1:
1. 
Give learners some pictures about Christmas and check the vocabulary for this topic.

2. Give them input if necessary. Ask them e.g. “Where could this picture have been taken?” , “Is there something similar in your country?”, ….

Step 2:  While listening 

Suggestion: divide the video in 3 or 4 parts

1. Learners (in small groups) should write as many substantives related to Christmas as possible that they hear when watching the video. The teacher could prepare a grid to list the substantives.

2. As a second step, learners concentrate on the content and make notes.

3. Then part of each group (1 or 2 learners) changes to the next group. In each group, learners compare and discuss the notes that have made. 

4. All groups report in plenum (eventually using cards to pin)

Step 3:  While listening 

Suggestion: divide the video in 3 or 4 parts

1. Learners (partner work) answer the questions about the video prepared by the tutor (e.g.  Where was the video recorded? Country? Town?  How many persons are acting? What was new for you?; …….

2. In groups of four learners compare and discuss results. 
3. One learner of each group reports to the class.
Step 3:  After listening

Pair work

1. Ask learners to go to Internet in order to find information about Munich.

2. When having found the information learners are asked to prepare a guided tour of the city.

3. They finally should design a flyer to advertise their tour.
