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23 April Saint George’s Day
Step 1: Brainstorm vocabulary on this Catalan festival and the legend:

For example: roses, books, love, a knight in armour, a dragon that breathes fire, to threaten, to sacrifice, to slay – slew – slain, a spear, a sword, a shield…

Step 2: Speak and Listen. In small groups, students try to recall and tell the story of Saint George and the Dragon. Because most of them can’t remember it well, we listen to a version of the story in English available at:
http://storynory.com/2008/04/14/st-george-and-the-dragon/
After listening, students answer some questions:

1. What problem did the citizens of Cyrene have? 

2. What agreement did the reach?

3. What was the King’s reaction when he knew her daughter had to be sacrificed?

4. How was the dragon defeated in the end?

Step 3: Collaborative writing & contest. Students are asked to write a modern version of the story in small groups. The steps are the following:

3.1. Collaborative writing. Students write a modern version of Saint George and The Dragon. In order to make it original, they are encouraged to alter aspects such as the three main characters (Saint George, the Princess and The Dragon), the setting, etc.
3.2. Students post their collaborative story (including a title) on their class forum (moodle) 
3.3. Once all the stories are posted, students read all the stories and individually vote for the best one. The story with the most votes is the winner and the authors receive a little gift, which is obviously a book in English.
